Requirements:

· EMT-B or higher*
· Firefighter I or higher

· EVOC (within 12 months)

· Rescue Technician (within 12 months)

· Valid Driver’s License

* EMS ONLY personnel only must obtain EMT-B or higher and (EVOC within 12 months) and possess a valid driver’s license (within 12 months)

Duty Requirements:

Duty requirements are justified as the duty period over a 7-day week (Monday-Sunday) in which a member must complete an allotted time of readiness to ride calls in any capacity needed as seen fit by the Duty Officer on each night.

Duty Requirements for Firefighter/EMT’s: Maintain 1(one) set 12-hour duty period (known as your duty night from 1900-0700) per week in addition to 3 (three) other nights from 2300-0700hrs.  Any member serving duty for 2 days during 1500-1900 can knock off 1(one) 2300-0700 duty period each week.
Duty Requirements for EMS ONLY PERSONNELL: Maintain 1(one) set 12-hour duty period (known as your duty night from 1900-0700) per week in addition to 2 (two) other nights from 2300-0700hrs.  Any member serving duty for 2 days during 1500-1900 can knock off 1(one) 2300-0700 duty period each week.

All duty period changes must be approved through the Fire Chief or Deputy Fire Chief.  Schedule is flexible for Career firefighter/EMTs in other jurisdictions.
If you find yourself interested and are currently affiliated with a Fire/EMS department within Prince George’s County and currently have a county number, you can come ride and fill out an application.  All other out of county prospective members must fill out the ride-a-long paperwork and enjoy.
